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	OPERATION WATTLE REMOVAL
The 40 hectare Pan Pac Kiwi Crèche is nestled in the foothills just west of Tutira and surrounds Lake Opouahi.  Pan Pac supports the maintenance of the crèche, which is run by the Environment, Conservation & Outdoor Education Trust or ECOED (www.ecoed.org.nz). Brian Pritchard, our General Manager is a Trustee.
The crèche is surrounded by 3.3 kilometres of totally predator proof mesh fence which excludes everything from mice to cattle. Unfortunately one “pest” that was already resident in the crèche was the wattle tree. This is an extremely invasive weed and has been spreading along the lake shore and smothering native vegetation. 

Al Bramley, ECOED’s General Manager realised to control the wattle he had to first get rid of all the mature trees including those drooping over the lake. The problem was how to remove the trees without impacting the lake.  
Lloyd Jones, Pan Pac’s Harvesting Co-ordinator came up with the plan. He contacted Jimmy Guerin from HB Helicopters and one calm morning, a couple of weeks after Lloyd had felled and cut to length all the trees, the chopper arrived. In 2½ hours and 54 lifts later, all the trees were stacked in the paddock near the lake. 

Al was delighted with the result and “are very grateful for the help from Lloyd, Brett and the Pan Pac team”. 
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TREES FOR A BETTER WORLD
Whether you believe in global warming or not, there is no doubt that the concentration of carbon in the atmosphere has been rapidly increasing since industrialization. Scientists link this to the rapid warming the world is undergoing. 
Just about everything we do produces carbon – turning on a light, driving a car, reading a book, eating a meal, even breathing! What can we do? Where does this leave our future generations?
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The Government has identified that planting more forests is a key solution to NZ’s climate change challenge. Trees are carbon sponges. Each mature pine has about 2.5 tonnes of carbon in it. That’s been sucked out of the air over its 30 year life. It is a huge amount. A tree or plant does it through photosynthesis:
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`
6H20 +  6C O2 + energy =  C6  H12O6 + 6O2
water + carbon dioxide from the air + light = 
wood and oxygen (the carbon goes from the air into the wood)
So what happens after a tree is cut down, isn’t the carbon lost? Yes, and no. Wood is used for buildings and it gets “locked up” often for a long time. Paper is recycled. About 40% of the tree never leaves the land – it remains as roots, branches and needles. These rot down and are replaced by the new forest that takes its place. Planting more land in forests ensures that more carbon is absorbed. Planting forests in steeper erosion prone hill country also helps the environment by improving water quality and reducing sediment, along with other benefits. Something to think about….
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	OPERATIONS IN YOUR AREA
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The timing of many of our operations depends on tree age.  This is an indicative programme:

Year 1

Planting.  Releasing new crop from weeds.

Year 5-11

Pruning and thinning.

Year 27-30

Construction of roads and landings and, one year later, logging and transport of the logs on logging trucks.

Currently 14 logging crews work in Pan Pac’s Forests – some of these crews may move into private woodlots when conditions are dry.

The main changes expected in our harvesting operations that may affect the public over the next 12 months are:

Esk – Te Pohue

1 to 2 crews logging at times in Old Coach and Ohurakura (from Long Range Rd exit) Roads.

Esk – Ohane

Another company’s joint venture logging operation is using Paratu Rd for access. 

Esk - Hukatara

A neighbour is logging Te Haroto Forest and using Hukatara Rd for access.

Esk – Glenfalls / Pohokura

1 to 2 crews logging in Coppermine Rd for the next 2 years.

Gwavas

2 - 3 crews and an average of 20 logging trucks per day using Kereru and Gwavas Roads.

Kaweka

1- 2 crews and an average of 16 logging trucks per day using the Napier – Taihape Road. 

Mohaka – Anaura

Up to 35 trucks per day carting out of Willowflat Road (not including Matariki logging).

Mohaka – Putere

Up to 35 trucks per day carting out of Putere Rd.

Putere – Rohepotae Rd

Harvest operations due to start this summer – 1 to 2 crews 

Woodlots

Logging may occur at short notice, especially in the summer months.

Where logging operations may affect individuals or communities, we will contact them by means of letters, flyers or meetings.

OLLEN – GOOD OR BAD?
    PINE POLLEN – GOOD OR BAD?
In the last month you will have seen the yellow tinge over vehicles, puddles and clouds of it dispersing from the pine trees. Does it affect asthma and hay fever? 

Pine pollen allergy is rare despite the fact that pine pollen is so prevalent. Scientists aren’t exactly sure why but think it could be due to the pollen being large, they don’t readily dissolve in water, and it has low protein content. 

The main culprit for hay fever is ryegrass pollen.

The task of a log truck driver is a demanding role and is certainly no 9 to 5 job. Pan Pac’s log truck fleet of 60+ head out in all directions each day from as early as one in the morning with all operators usually well into their work by 4am. While the majority of the mills logs come from within the Hawkes Bay district, each day units will venture as far south as Masterton, as far north as Gisborne, along with a number of trucks heading into the Central North Island area. A number of units are double shifted and will see drivers rotate in and out of the seat over the week. The other single driver rigs (often owner driven) will clock up 60 to 70 hours of operation usually over the Monday to Friday period. Every day drivers must safely carry out their log hauling in all sorts of weather and road conditions. A typical day sees around 150 loads transported into the mills operations along with another 50 or so loads into other domestic mills and the Napier port. On an annual basis that’s over a whopping 50,000 loads a year.

Pan Pac’s heavy vehicle operations are the companies main interface with the public and an enormous emphasis is placed on safety. With a combined experience total of over 800 years log truck driving amongst our 75+ drivers, as a team they’re justifiably proud of their safety performance and record as they ply their trade each day. So if you’re a 9 to 5 type of person next time you’re tucking in to breakfast (probably around 7-8am) spare a thought for the dedicated log truck driving team who are probably a fair way into their thirteen or so hour day already making sure that the mill’s diet of logs is maintained.

Our Esk/Tangoio Forest Co-ordinator

Pete is the Forest Co-ordinator for the Esk forests (Te Pohue, Ohane, Hukatara, Glenfalls, and North block) and the Tangoio forests (Mill, Aropaoanui, and Waipatiki). These cover an area of approximately 10,000 hectares and stretch from the coast to Tarawera on the Napier Taupo Road.

Peter started his forestry career in the NZ Forest Services back in the late 60’s. He then worked for Robert Holt & Sons purchasing the land behind the Pan Pac mill. Through a few other company name changes he has worked for Pan Pac for the last 11 years.  Peter had the opportunity to plant Tangoio forest’s first trees plus get to see these harvested. His long career in forestry management had given him knowledge in all aspects of forest growing, forest fire protection, animal control, and land management.
